Here are some commonly asked questions about the process:

What is R.C.I.A.?  The Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (R.C.I.A.) is a process that prepares adults to receive the sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation and Eucharist.  

How long does it take to become Catholic?  It takes anywhere from many months to a few years to complete the process.  Each person’s faith life experiences are respected and considered throughout the process. 

Does baptism in another faith count?  Baptism celebrated by a minister using water and the words, “I baptize you in the Name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit,” is recognized as sacramental by the Catholic Church.  Someone baptized in another faith would be asked to make a profession of faith and would not be baptized again.
What about older children who haven’t been baptized?  We have a program just for families with older children who have not been baptized.  This program is for children eight year and older. 

Are there any tests?  No!  The process includes lessons on scripture and doctrine with no tests or quizzes.  

When are adults baptized?  Adults are only baptized during our Easter Vigil.
